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SA GERMAN EXCHANGE

PRELIMINARY INFORMATION
Who are the organisers?

· In Germany, the Bayerischer Jugendring (the Bavarian Youth Council), a state government department responsible for youth affairs.
· In South Australia, a committee of German teachers from both state and private schools, supported by the S.A. German Teachers’ Association.
Who can take part?

· South Australian students of German who will be in Year 11 in 2021 (or, in some cases, Year 10), who are sensible and mature, and who are keen to study German in senior school.
Where will they go?

· To various cities and towns in Bavaria, in the Federal Republic of Germany.
What will they do there?

· Become part of a German family.
· Attend school regularly.
How will SA students be supervised in Germany?

· They will be looked after by their host family and host school. However, they will also be able to contact the German organisers and, should the need arise, the accompanying South Australian teachers.

When is the exchange?

· Students from Germany will be in SA during Term 1, 2021.

· SA exchange students will spend the Christmas holidays in Germany (European Winter) from late November 2021 until late January 2022 (approximately 8-9 weeks).
What will it cost?

· Administration fee: $350 (only refundable if you are not matched).
· Travel insurance (must be organised as part of the group), cost of passport, etc.: approximately $300-400.
· Return airfare (based on a group booking): approximately $2,700 - $3,000
· Spending money: $700-$1000 (a rough guide).

· Optional Berlin Tour – approximately $900.

What will be expected of my family if I apply?
· The exchange is reciprocal. Your family will host a German student for 8-10 weeks
(from February to April 2021).
· Your German partner will become a member of your family for this time and will be treated as you are treated. When you go to Germany, you will, in the same way, become a member of your exchange partner’s family.

How do I apply?
· Begin the process of applying for a Police Screening Check for any members of your household(s) who will be over the age of 18 during the hosting period (Term 1, 2021). Ask your school about the process it uses, as family members over 18 at the time of hosting are considered volunteers – your school may complete this process for you, but if not, please see below. Do this asap, as it can take a bit of time

· Complete the Application and Cover Sheet and give to your teacher with a copy of Police Clearance(s) and a receipt for payment of the administration fee.
· ALL DOCUMENTS MUST BE PROVIDED TO YOUR TEACHER by Friday May 15.

· If you are unable to complete your forms by this time, e-mail the Coordinator Clay Watkins to advise. Any Police Screening Checks not obtained by this due date, must be submitted as soon as they are received (Germany will not proceed with the matching process without Police Screening Checks).

It is usually requested by organisations as part of their recruitment process for staff and volunteers.

Police record checks are also called National Police Certificates (NPC's).
